Jeremy Smith, Owner
Rear Yard Dimensional Variance
Detached Garage

Mr. Barbian reported that the applicant is requgséi variance from the provisions of Section 1.4 o
the Zoning Ordinance to allow for a detached gasigesingle family residence. The site is culyertined R-
1B, which allows for detached garages in rear yaitts a minimum rear yard setback of 35' if theg aver
600 sf or 15" in height, which the proposed garmagdmth. The detached garage is proposed to Heoh®the
rear property line and therefore, the request allfor a 19' rear yard variance. An existing siwédbe
removed and the garage is not particularly closenioother structure. One possible item for camaitbn
might be drainage as there is a significant amoiinipervious surface that will be added (drivevaagociated
with garage as well as the garage).

Jeremy Smith, 1215 N. Ft. Thomas Avenue, was swcand asked to give a brief explanation of his
request. Mr. Smith stated that he is requestimgrance to construct a 2-story (32’ tall), 28'x2®tached
garage in his rear yard. He currently rents aggam Cleves, Ohio where he works on his projdmis,he
would like to be able to have a garage on his owpeasty. The garage will be finished using the esaiding

that is on his house.



Mr. Fernandez asked how he plans to handle thiicedd runoff which will be created by adding
additional impervious surface.

Mr. Smith stated that his plans include addinghéledrains along the north side of the garage which
will empty into a drywell.

Mr. Barbian noted that there is nothing in therenlr zoning code which addresses how runoff from
impervious surfaces such as roofs and drivewegsie managed.

Ms. Wingard inquired as to why the garage hastedtall. Mr. Smith explained that the proposed
garage is 32’ high to accommodate a vehicle kit itwill house as well as%loor storage.

Mr. Smith added that he spoke with his surroundieghbors and they have no issues with the
addition of the garage. Because of how his badkgiopes down, the top floor of the garage will be
approximately the same elevation as the first fiddris house.

Mr. Fernandez opened the floor for public commdititere was none.

With no further discussion, a motion was made t®ve&s Dauer and seconded by Carla Austin to
approve the 19’ rear yard variance finding that wutihe topography of the site, the proposed loodor the
garage meets the needs of the applicant withaaitimgeundue hardship on the adjoining neighbors.

Right Side Yard Dimensional Variance
AC Units

Mr. Barbian reported that the applicants are ragea variance from the provisions of Section 10.5
of the Zoning Ordinance to allow for two AC units the right side of a single family home. The site
currently zoned R-1C, which allows for AC units &mmgle family homes with a minimum side yard seitbaf
5'. The AC units are proposed to be 2'-6" fronritjiet side property line and therefore, the requdkbe for a
2'-6" side yard variance. The owners receiveddide yard variances in November of 2017 for an tamidi
that is currently being constructed. The origipian had the AC units in the rear of the home,thigt
will be relatively close to the rear seating ar@alfoth this home and the adjacent home to thé.righis
proposal will put the AC units between the homed aause less noise interference for entertaining
purposes, according to the applicant. The distheteeen homes is 12'- 6'.

Mr. Dell of 38 Sterling Avenue, was sworn in argiked to give a brief explanation of his request.
Mr. Dell stated that when the plans were originaigwn up for the addition they didn’t notice thia¢
placement of the AC units was in the rear of thditawh and they were not aware of the side yartesst

requirements for AC units at that time. Mr. Detintacted his adjoining neighbor, Chris Martin (42



Sterling Ave.) who would be most affected by thésaareated by the AC units. Mr. Dell read an ¢mai
he received from Mr. Martin which basically statédt they prefer the AC units (and shielding) be
located on the side of the addition rather tharrdiae.

Mr. Fernandez opened the floor for public commeértiere was none.

Following discussion, a motion was made by Susang#&/d and seconded by Steve Dauer to
approve the 2’6" right side yard variance for tHacement of AC units finding that other alternasive
were duly considered, the unique topography ofntighborhood, and the most impacted neighbor has
no objection to the proposal.
